SY 2009–10
Purpose: This document lists the information that needs to be collected for the Title I, Part D, Federal collection including data that are required through EDFacts. This is intended as a quick reference and does not supersede or replace any federal forms or information about the collection. 	Item
	Basic Definition

	Programs/Facilities

	1. Number of programs/facilities
	The total number of individual facilities or programs that received Title I, Part D, funding during the reporting year.

	2. Average length of stay (in days)
	The average number of days per student enrollment (for each facility or program) during the reporting year. (Multiple visits can be included— see “CSPR Guide” for more information.)

	3. Total average length of stay 
(in days)
	Currently, this is relevant only when the length of stay data are rolled up at the SEA level. This reflects a Subpart 1 or Subpart 2 average length of stay across all programs receiving funds. (See CSPR Guide for more information.)

	4. Number of programs in a multiple purpose facility
	The number of programs that are housed in a facility with 
(a) More than one program funded by Title I, Part D AND
(b) More than one Title I, Part D, program type (e.g., neglect, juvenile detention, etc.).

	5. Number of programs/facilities OR LEAs reporting data
	Subpart 1/SA Programs: The number of individual facilities or programs that were able to provide data for the collection (ideally, equal to the number receiving funds under #1).

Subpart 2/LEA programs: The number of LEAs (not individual facilities or programs) that received Title I, Part D, funds and reported data for the collection.

	6. Unduplicated count of students
	Number of unique students who benefitted from Title I, Part D, funding. (Count students only once, even if they were admitted to the same facility or program multiple times.) 

	7. Duplicated count of students

	Number of students who benefitted from Title I, Part D, funding, including multiple enrollments. (Count the number of admissions to a facility or program per student.)

	8. American Indian or Alaska Native1
	Number of American Indian or Alaska Native students

	9. Asian or Pacific Islander1
	Number of Asian students or Pacific Island students

	10. Black, non-Hispanic1
	Number of Black (non-Hispanic)students

	11. Hispanic1
	Number of Hispanic students

	12. White, non-Hispanic1
	Number of White (non-Hispanic) students

	13. Male
	Number of male students

	14. Female
	Number of female students

	15. Age
	Number of students by individual age, ranging from age 3 through age 21

	Count of Title I, Part D-funded Facilities or Programs With Specific Academic Offerings 

	16. Number of programs/facilities that awarded high school course credits
	The number of facilities or programs that awarded at least one high school course credit during the reporting year. (Can count if high school course credit was awarded by the State or other agency.)

	17. Number of programs/facilities that awarded high school diplomas
	The number of facilities or programs that awarded at least one high school diploma during the reporting year. (Can count if high school diploma was awarded by the State or other agency.)

	18. Number of programs/facilities that awarded GEDs
	The number of facilities or programs that awarded at least one GED during the reporting year. (Can count if GED was awarded by the State or other agency.)

	Academic Outcomes

	19. Number of students who earned high school course credits
	The number of students who earned transferable high school course credits while enrolled in the facility or program. In locations where high school course credits are awarded by the State or other program (rather than the facility or agency), students still may be counted.

	20. Number of students who enrolled in a GED program
	The number of students who, while in the facility or program, enrolled in a program or course designed to help students pass the GED. (The GED program may be run by an external organization or agency.) 

	21. Number of students who enrolled in their local district school
	The number of students who returned to or enrolled in local district schools (external to the juvenile justice system) upon leaving the facility or program, or within 30 days after exit. 

	22. Number of students who earned a GED
	The number of students who earned a GED while enrolled in the facility or program, or within 30 days after exit. In locations where the GED is awarded by the State or other program (rather than the facility or agency), students still may be counted. 

	23. Number of students who obtained a high school diploma
	The number of students who earned a high school diploma while enrolled in the facility or program, or within 30 days after exit. In locations where the high school diploma is awarded by the State or other program (rather than the facility or agency), students still may be counted.

	24. Number of students who were accepted into post-secondary education
	The number of students who were accepted into (independent) postsecondary programs. 

	25. Number of students who were enrolled in post-secondary education 
	The number of students who were accepted into AND subsequently enrolled in postsecondary programs while in the facility or program, or within 30 days after exit. Enrollment is defined as the student’s acceptance of an offer.

	Vocational Outcomes

	26. Number of students who enrolled in elective job training courses/programs
	The number of students who, while in the facility or program, enrolled in courses/programs that provided job training. Elective refers to courses that were not required and were offered by (but not necessarily run by) the facility. 

	27. Number of students who enrolled in external job training education
	The number of students who enrolled in external job training programs (that were not part of a 2- or 4-year postsecondary degree program) while in the facility or program, or within 30 days after exit. External means the program was not associated with the current facility or program. 

	28. Number of students who obtained employment
	The number of students who received job offers while they were in the facility or program, or within 30 days after exit.

	Availability of Pre- and Posttest Data for Long-Term Students
Reading and Mathematics
 Notes: Long-term students have been enrolled in a facility or program for 90 or more consecutive calendar days.

Collect reading and mathematics data separately. 

	29. Number of long-term students with pretest only results
	The number of long-term students who have results for only a pretest. 

	30. Number of long-term students who have complete pre- and posttest results (data)
	The number of long-term students who have results for both a pretest and a posttest.  

	31. Number of long-term students with posttest only results
	The number of long-term students who have results for only a posttest.

	32. Number of long-term students with no pre-posttest data results
	The number of long-term students who do not have results for any pre or posttests. 

	Results on Pretests for Long-Term Students
Reading and Mathematics
Notes: Long-term students have been enrolled in a facility or program for 90 or more consecutive calendar days.

Collect reading and mathematics data separately.

Students do not need a pretest and a posttest, only a pretest for these two items (i.e., only students included in items #31 and #32 above). 

	33. Number of long-term students who tested at or above grade level upon entry
	The number of long-term students who tested at or above grade level (on their pretest) when they entered the facility or program.

	34. Number of long-term students who tested below grade level upon entry
	The number of long-term students who tested below grade level (on their pretest) when they entered the facility or program. 

	Results on Pre- and Posttests for Long-Term Students
Reading and Mathematics
Notes: Long-term students have been enrolled in a facility or program for 90 or more consecutive calendar days.
Collect reading and mathematics data separately.

Students must have BOTH pre-and posttest results to be included in the items below (i.e., only students reported in item #32 above).

	35. Number of long-term students who showed negative grade-level change from the pre- to posttest exams
	The number of long-term students who scored lower on their posttest than on their pretest.

	36. Number of long-term students who showed no change in grade level from the pre- to posttest exams
	The number of long-term students whose scores did not change between their pretest and their posttest.

	37. Number of long-term students who showed improvement of up to 1/2 grade level from the pre- to posttest exams
	The number of long-term students who scored up to one-half of a grade level higher on their posttest than on their pretest.

	38. Number of long-term students who showed improvement from 1/2 up to one full grade level from the pre- to posttest exams
	The number of long-term students who scored between one-half of a grade level and one full grade level higher on their posttest than on their pretest.

	39. Number of students who showed improvement of more than one full grade level from the pre- to posttest exams
	The number of long-term students who scored more than one full grade level higher on their posttest than on their pretest.


� For SY 2010–11, all States will be required to report race/ethnicity data using the new seven- category system, rather than the current five-category system. � The duplicated count of students is not required on the CSPR forms or for the EDFacts collection; however, NDTAC recommends collecting this item as it is beneficial for calculating of the weighted average length of stay. (See the CSPR Guide for more information.)
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
