Strategies

· Review the Title I, Part D, monitoring indicators with a focus on how the indicators could apply to diverse learners. 
· Review Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR) data and program evaluation reports to evaluate your subgrantees’ performance. Make sure you are familiar with strategies that are working, as well as areas that need improvement. 
· Invite the appropriate staff to the interviews—those who either are decisionmakers or provide direct services to the students—and make sure that they are prepared to answer questions about how they are individualizing instruction for diverse learners.
· Collect supporting documentation of data collection, particularly if your subgrantees use multiple measures of student progress evaluation data in addition to the CSPR or longitudinal data (ask the facility/local education agency to electronically send educational data disaggregated based on race/ethnicity and data about youth receiving special education services).
· Provide documentation on program evaluation with a focus on the program’s impact on students.
· Provide evidence that your subgrantees have coordinated with other services, such as special education or English language support services.
· Provide information on the qualifications of your subgrantees’ instructional staff. Do you have any teachers who have backgrounds in special education, English language learning, or counseling?
· Provide evidence that you are providing instruction in subgrantee facilities that is comparable to the education that the students would otherwise receive.
· Compare the test data with that of youth from other ethnicities and racial groups and youth without disabilities.
· Request information about how education is provided to youth who are not fluent in English. For example, are instructional materials provided in each youth’s native language; are other accommodations provided?

· Request information about the diversity and cultural competence of teaching staff and the facilities’ teacher recruitment methods.
· If issues are identified, provide technical assistance to agencies and facilities as needed and set realistic goals with a timeline for items that should be addressed prior to onsite monitoring visits.
